The Value of Volunteers is not $$$

It would be an impossible undertaking to actually put
a dollar value on dedication, commitment and love
when it comes to our priceless TPPT volunteers.

However, each year The Independent Sector (non-
profit organization) takes on this daunting task. It
was reported in their most current nation-wide
study, that if volunteers in the state of Texas had
been paid the estimated cost for their services, they would have been given the
equivalent of $20.80 per hour!

TPPT’s Pet Pal volunteers gave 12,789 hours in 2010, which would be an
estimated dollar value of $266,011.20 given in service to their community!
These figures do not include the extra cost that volunteers expend in gas and car
mileage, so the dollar value given would actually be significantly greater.
